Holyoke High School volleyball team continued its strong 2012 season with a win at Peetz

Coach Michelle Vieselmeyer said it seems like they always get a slow start, especially in the
Tuesday games. She said they might be down by four or five points, but they eventually kick it
in gear and start playing serious to come out on top.

Also on the offensive side, King led Holyoke with 27 attacks including 10 kills. Erin Vieselmeyer
set the ball 47 times including 15 set assists for kills.

  

Lindsay Helgoth grabbed three solo blocks and three block assists, with Erin Vieselmeyer
recording four solo blocks and one assisted block.

  

King led passing stats with 21 serve receives and three digs.
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Coach Vieselmeyer said one thing they’ve been focusing on in practice is coverage and the
defensive side of the game.
