They added another eight in the secondperiod, heading into halftime with the 24-12 advantage.  The Dragons again outscored the Tigers in the third and fourth quarters, 11-7 and 11-10, for the17-point win at the final buzzer.  Holyoke shot 80 percent from the free throw line, with 12 out of 15.  Senior Erin Vieselmeyer led Dragon scoring with 22 points including seven two-pointers, onetrey and five for six from the line. She also had one block.  Maddie King added 16 points and led rebounds with 12. She grabbed one block, three stealsand three assists.  Megan Vieselmeyer and Chandler Gerk each had three steals, and Gerk finished with threeassists for the Dragons.
